The public comment period on the Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) and EIS Summary for 
the Bay du Nord Development Project (the Project) ended on October 5, 2020. Based on the 
comments received, the Impact Assessment Agency of Canada (the Agency) has determined 
that further information is required to ensure correct interpretation of project information and 
effects analysis.  
 
As you are aware, the Agency committed to a modified timeline of 300 days from acceptance of 
the EIS to submission of the final Environmental Assessment Report to the Minister.
