trapping and fishing throughout the treaty area.

o Attawapiskat First Nation's reserve is about 150 kilometres northeast from the Project’s
eastern terminus.

e The Project is partially located within the traditional territory of Attawapiskat First Nation.

o Attawapiskat First Nation is part of the Mushkegowuk Council, the Chiefs of Ontario and
the Nishnawbe Aski Nation.
