o Members of Fort Albany First Nation have rights that are recognized and affirmed under
section 35 of the Constitution Act, 1982.

o Fort Albany First Nation is a signatory to Treaty 9, which provides rights to hunting, trapping
and fishing throughout the treaty area.

e Fort Albany First Nation’s reserve (Fort Albany No. 67) is about 330 kilometres southeast of
the Project’s eastern terminus.

o Fort Albany First Nation is part of the Mushkegowuk Council and the Nishnawbe Aski Nation.

b) Summary of the information available to the Agency on the potential impacts to the exercise of
Fort Albany First Nation’s rights resulting from any change to the environment due to the Project
are identified below

Potential impacts to physical and cultural heritage
